Dear Parents/ Carer,

Welcome to the new school year, I hope you have all had a good summer despite the rain! I have enjoyed a warm welcome to Light Oaks Infant School and look forward to an enjoyable, interesting, informative and fun year!

As usual this is a very busy time of the year and over the next few weeks there will be lots of information coming out to you. We are at present compiling diary dates for the year and this will be sent home on 24th September (this will now be sent home at the end of October after it has been presented to the school Governors for approval). Please keep this for reference. There may be occasional amendments due to unforeseen circumstances but we will keep you informed.

Our ever-popular Family Challenges will be continuing this year with our first challenge coming out of Wednesday 24th September.

The Life Education Centre, a specially equipped mobile classroom, was on the school site from Thursday 11th September to Monday 15th September. Life Education offers programmes for children aged from 5 to 15 years on healthy living and drug prevention delivered by a specially trained Life Education Centre teacher using excellent resources. The children and staff thoroughly enjoyed their visit to the mobile classroom and learnt a lot! The Northwest Life Education Trust operates the mobile classrooms and although schools do pay for the visit a large amount of money is required annually by the Trust to maintain the system. Thank you for purchasing the various merchandise on offer and supporting children leading a healthy life.

Health and Safety. I have noticed that during the holidays several children have had their ears pierced. May I take opportunity of reminding everyone that earrings are NOT permitted to be worn in school. Children who wear earrings to school will not be permitted to play at playtimes or dinnertime or to take part on PE lessons.
Coming into school:I would very much appreciate Year 1 and 2 pupils coming into school without a parent accompanying as the corridors can become congested. If you have a message for the teacher about a reading folder, missing clothes, illness, appointments etc these should be left with the office staff who will make sure that the message does get to the teacher. The teachers are teaching from 8.55am and are not available to talk with parents at that time. Mrs Chapman or I are always available at that time if there is something that you need to speak to us about. You may of course pass on any messages to the class teacher at the end of the school day.

PE: All children in Year 1 and 2 should have a PE bag in school ready for use and it is also useful and more reassuring for your child if they need to change for any reason during the day to have something of their own to put on. 

Parking: May I remind all parents that the car park is for staff use only. We have limited parking space and must ensure that emergency vehicles are able to enter and exit the site at all times. We will be monitoring this situation as an emergency vehicle did have difficulty entering the site last week.

I would like to take this opportunity of thanking Paul Sturtivant, Debbie Sturtivant and Paula McCourt who have helped and fund raised with our school and as a consequence of their involvement have won a community cash award of £250 each from the Royal Bank of Scotland for the school. We are very grateful for their help and support and will put these funds to good use in order to enhance the curriculum at our school.
