Dear parents / carers,

We are very busy in school at the moment with lots of opportunities to join in some exciting initiatives. As a school we are actively supporting the initiatives outlined below and hope you too will join in and have some fun while promoting happy and healthy lifestyle choices.
Harvest: This year we are collecting tinned and dried food goods for our harvest appeal. These can be brought into school from Monday 13th October to Thursday 16th October. These will be donated to the Salvation Army for distribution in this area.

Bedding Appeal: Manchester City Mission in conjunction with The Sanctuary are in need of bedding to resource a night shelter for the homeless during the winter months. If you have any single duvets, pillows, sleeping bags, etc that you would like to donate then please bring them to school on Tuesday 21st October. Items can be dropped off at the school office between 9am-9.30am and 3.15-3.45pm. Thank You.

Christmas Puddings: If you have not yet sent your order in to school please do so as soon as possible as we will be sending the order off shortly. They are really delicious and do make good Christmas presents. The winning designs have now been selected and I am sure you will agree that they look fantastically festive! The 16th October is the deadline for orders.

Photographs – Thursday 16th October: If you want your child to have a photograph taken you need to return the form to school as soon as possible.

Parking: I would like to remind you that the car park is for staff use only. There are still some cars entering the school site and posing difficulties for access and safety. The car park will be monitored. To reduce the risk of potential hazards, I would urge you to find alternative parking.

Collecting children: Just to remind you that if for any reason you are unable to get to school to collect your child will you please inform the School Office of who will be picking up. We cannot allow children under the age of 15 to pick up children from the Infant School or allow children to walk to the school gate unsupervised. These measures are designed to ensure your child’s safety at the end of our school day.

Walk to school week: We are supporting Greater Manchester Walk to School Week –This will be held on the week beginning 20th October 2008. I will introduce the week to the children in our Collective Worship.
Every pupil will be given a Walk to School Week passport.
Each time you walk to school during the week you get a stamp in your passport.

If you live too far away from school to walk all the way, why don’t you park at a local car park or a quieter street away from school, then walk the rest of the way, If you do this you can still get a stamp in your passport.

I would like to encourage you all to try to walk to school with your child on at least one day during our walk to school week. 
Booktime: This initiative promotes reading for pleasure by giving the gift of a book pack to children across the UK shortly after they first start school. Our Reception children will be involved in a dinosaur day to inspire them to read the Harry and the Dinosaur book in their pack.  Reception parents will be invited into school on Tuesday 14th October to take part in our ‘drop in and read with your child’, followed by a short presentation in the school hall, with refreshments and a  book gift bag for your child. I am hoping this will be well attended and inspire reading for enjoyment – Look out for the invitation to drop in and read! For parents not able to attend the ‘drop in and read’ during the day I intend to place the presentation on the website.
Family Challenge:  I hope you have all enjoyed and participated in the family challenge inspired by the work of Andy Goldsworthy. Lots of the pieces are already displayed in school and are very creative, thank you for the effort put into this family challenge. 

Token Day: This will be on Friday 24th October and will involve activities linked to Autumn and Harvest. Children do not need to wear uniform that day if they come to school dressed in the theme of farmers and scarecrows.

Half term: School closes on Friday 24th October at 3-30pm for one week, re opening on Tuesday 4th November at 8.55am.
